
Rules for Pigskin Pickers Fantasy Football 2015
· Registration to be paid in full (cash only to Matt Howell) before drafting –11:00 Monday, Sept. 7TH  at Larry McCrae’s House, located at 17 Ontario St in Brighton.

· No Re-Entry Draft to be held this year, rather each player shall receive 11 Waiver Wire Picks that may be used after the end of Week 1.
Team Format

All players will draft: 3 Qb, 5 Rb, 6 Rec, 2 TE, 2 Kickers, 2 Defense/ST


 
Weekly Team

All players will submit weekly a line up as follows:

1 QB, 2 RB’s, 3 RECV, 1 TE, 1 Kicker, 1 Defense/ST

A complete weekly team must be submitted through email to all players in the pool before 10 am Sunday morning. If you want to change one of the players “You must also email all players the change before kickoff, and you must phone one of the Commissionaires (Larry, Murray) and indicate the change and that your email is on the way.” If your email is down you must submit your team by phone to one of the Commissionaires (don’t wait until the last minute, same rule as email by 10 am), if you cannot contact any of the Commissionaires, phone your team in to two other members. (more info the role of the Commissionaires on final page)

Scoring

Official Scorekeepers (Gord, Larry and Jamie) will check the weekly points of everyone in the pool, check your points for the week and if there is a mistake phone or email one of us. It is worthwhile to check points on some of the players on other teams, especially if you are looking to make a trade. Weekly updates on the Total Points for the year will be available on the website as soon as they are verified. These rules and the scoring system for the draft will also be posted to the website. All points are taken from NFL.com. Which will be considered as the official scoring site

If there are adjustments to the original points for a certain play it is the responsibility of the player to indicate to Larry, Gord or Jamie that there has been a change in how the play was scored. You have one week as the deadline to have this changed before kickoff time the following week. All points not challenged by the end of the week will be considered official 

Defense/ST will receive points for defensive TD’s (interception return, fumble recovery, blocked kick), safety, interceptions, sacks, fumble recoveries and any kick returned for a TD.  

All players can receive points on combination yards, the obvious one is the Rbs as most of them run the ball and catch the ball. They can also be credited for yards if they throw the ball. Qbs can also run the ball but the total for their yards is based on the category for Qbs, in increments of 50, starting at 300 yds. 

 
Trading

When making a trade keep in mind that you have to always have the same amount of players in all categories on your team (3 Qb, 5 Rb, 6 Rec, 2 TE, 2 Kickers, 2 Defense/ST). You cannot trade 1 QB for 1 RB straight up, it would have to involve 1 QB for 1 QB and 1 RB for 1 RB. Once a trade is agreed upon both players must phone, either Larry, Thomas,  Doug H or Gord. Both players must confirm by email or phone that the trade is complete and the trade will NOT be posted until confirmed by Both parties.

The trade deadline is prior to kickoff of Sunday games on week 16.
Prizes

High Score for the week is $35.00 –people collect at the SuperBowl Party.

The first, second and third place money will depend on the number of people in the pool. Money breakdown is by half. For example; $500 - $250 - $125.

Players are also required to pay 5 cents for every point differential between you and every person ahead of you in the standings and collect 5 cents for every point differential between you and every person below you in the standings. Typically these transactions are finalized at the Super Bowl.
Waiver Rules
(A) If a person has a player that is placed on season ending league IR he can immediately replace the player from the free agent pool. Roster moves made under this rule would take precedence over any weekly  waiver moves from other owners. Players acquired under this rule option can be traded.
If a person has a player that is placed on Injured Reserve and designated for return he has two options.  



· The first is to use the above IR waiver procedure to drop the injured player outright and add a replacement.  This replacement as stated above becomes a roster player subject to all rules that regulars are.  
· The second option is to place the injured player on IR with the designation to return in conjunction with the NFL rule.  This waiver is second in priority to the Full IR Waiver procedure.  Upon the injured player’s return to the active roster he will be added to his owner’s team and the replacement will subsequently be placed back into the free agent pool.  The replacement player CAN be waived using a regular waiver or at Re-entry.  However, please keep in mind that the injured player designated for return will also be waived along with the replacement.  The replacement and injured player CANNOT be traded.
Please Ensure You Clearly Declare Which Option You Are Using When Placing A Player On The IR Designation.

(C) Each owner will have 11 waivers. There will NO re-entry drafts this season. When submitting a waiver wire pick the player may submit choice “A” and choice “B” only, .
You submit your waiver pick by Friday midnight. Results are then emailed to everyone by Saturday morning – person lower in the overall point total would get the player if two people wanted the same player

(D) There are no limits to the number of times a person can send someone to IR, so long as that player has been sent to IR then that person can immediately pick up a replacement player.

 Waivers to be submitted to a designated “Waiver Wire Manager”  and he will submit his selection to a commissionaire prior to the agreed upon time line.
Owner using their IR player replacement (option A) will have first priority, owners using the IR Replacement(option B) will get second priority and regular waivers will come third in priority.
 


Commissionaires
Commissionaires – any player who wishes to challenge something another player has done, whether it is unfair trading practice or differences in the interpretation of the rules can submit a complaint to the one of the three Commissionaires Larry and Murray). These are the two people who will vote on the challenge and the result will be posted by email to player who has submitted the complaint. The results only and not how each individual Commissionaire votes. 

All players can apply to become a Commissionaire, after they have been in the pool for a minimum of five years. 

 Use the phone to avoid email confusion. Not all emails get time and date stamped correctly.
